
 

SLIT & FIT 
Summary of Label Directions 

For 
Cu-Bor Pouch Packaging 

 
1. Protect eyes and skin from contact. 

 
2. Wire brush area three 3 inches above ground-line and approximately 20 

inches below ground-line removing dirt and decayed wood from pole’s 
surface. 

 
3. Lift Cu-Bor packaging from carton and lay flat with dotted lines facing up. 

 
4. Begin at the top corner.  Slit the packaging’s first layer of polyethylene with a 

sharp blade starting from the short edge along the slit lines. 
 

 
 

 
 

5. Wrap the Cu-Bor packaging around the pole with cut side against the pole 
surface. 

 
6. Staple or nail short side of pouch first and overlap with longer edge.  Place 

staples or nails in the top first inch above the seam. 
 

7. Install the pouch in the ground-line zone. 
 

Note: Each box contains one (1) Copper Care Wood Preservatives, Inc. knife.  
When using this knife on the first setting you will avoid cutting through 
both layers of plastic.

DIRECTIONS  & PICTURES  
 
 
Excavate around the pole to a depth of 20 inches (51 cm) 
 

 
 
 
Use a scraper to remove any extra dirt, preservative or decay from the poles 
surface.  Scrapers are also helpful in helping determine the quality of the wood 
below ground-line. 
 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 



 
For poles that have significant decay present a chipper is used to remove decayed 
wood before applying the pouch 
 

 
 
Measure the Ground-line circumference so that you can determine how long the slit 
area of the pouch should be.   
 

 



 
 
 
Remove pouch from carton, read directions, and lay on a flat surface. 
 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 



 
 
Carefully slice along the dotted lines beginning from the top corner of the pouch.  
Notice that one edge of the pouch has only a small amount of extra plastic beyond 
the preservative edge while the other edge has a 4-inch (10cm) plastic overlap.  Start 
slicing from the edge that does not have the extra overlap. Use only the first setting 
of the enclosed special knife to prevent cutting through the outer lawyer of plastic.  
Slice until an area equal to the length of the poles ground-line circumference has 
been opened.  Occasionally remove the worn knife tip to expose a new sharp cutting 
edge. 
 
An example, if the pouch to be used is 42 inches (56 cm) long and the current pole to 
be treated has a 37-inch (94 cm) ground-line circumference, only slice the dotted 
lines up to 37 inches (94 cm).  The sliced area will contact the pole surface directly.  
The remaining 5 inches (13 cm) of pouch, that has not been sliced open, will become 
overlap when the pouch is installed.  Each pouch has an additional 4 inches (10 cm) 
of plastic overlap that does not contain preservative. 
 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 



 
Starting at the edge of the ground wire (if a ground wire exists) wrap the sliced 
pouch tightly around the pole.  Be careful to keep the pouch at an elevation that is 
slightly above ground level (approximately 2 inches (5cm)).  Staple into place as you 
go.  Wrap the extra un-sliced pouch as well as the 4-inch (10 cm) plastic overlap 
over the top of the sliced pouch below.   
 

 
 
Note: Some applicators elect to keep the pouch at ground level.  Reinforced tape 
may also be applied.  Check pesticide label directions for more details about 
application elevation and the use of tape. 
 
The picture below demonstrates how the un-sliced pouch section overlaps the 
ground wire of a recently treated pole.  This method prevents unnecessary contact 
of preservative with the ground wire.  Tan colored reinforced tape is applied around 
the top for added protection.
